NORTH COAST TIMES is distributed each Tuesday to some of Perth’s
fastest growing northern suburbs in the City of Wanneroo.

The clear majority of dwellings are being purchased, with first home 
buyers attracted to the area’s affordable housing and coastal lifestyle.
